What is something in your life that you have been wanting to change for a 
while? What is holding you back from starting to make those changes?

Read John 5:1-15
Jesus told the man at the pool to stand up- a man who had been sick for 38 
years! But that was the first step toward his healing. What action do you need 
to take today to put change into motion?

Read Ephesians 4:22-24
What does it mean to "put off your old self" and to "put on your new 
self"? What part of your old self do you have the hardest time letting go 
of? What are some of the benefits of letting go of this part of your old 
self and embracing your new life in Christ?
